The mission of The Dirty Show is to promote, 

publish and propagate erotic art in all forms. 

This is done in the form of an erotic art exhibition 

which has become one of the largest in the world.

We started out 10 years ago as a small erotic art exhibition of mostly friends, we happened to be too close to ground zero during atomic testing. We became this gargantuan beast which is now totally out of control. 

Our tenth anniversary exhibition was four capacity nights (3 were a little over capacity) in Detroit as well as simultaneous sister exhibitions in Sydney, Vancouver and Zurich. 

Many people have told us that we are the largest erotic art opening anywhere. That is not our goal.

Our goal is to be the most fun. We do that by keeping it diverse, edgy, and not taking ourselves too seriously. 

We have been fortunate enough to have a who's who of erotica participate.

Eric Kroll, Charles Gatewood, Annie Sprinkle, HR GIger, Steve Diet Geodde, Michael Rosen, Barbara Nitke and more-

I would not want to have to pick up all the names we drop. But there are some contemporary artists such as Jill Greenberg, Colin Christian, Gregory De la Haba, Glenn Barr, Niagara, Brian Viveros and others we are proud to have shown. 

But it is mostly the lesser known artists who make up the bulk of the show. We have had artists from every inhabited continent-

who have dazzled our eyes with virtually every sexual persuasion in a multitude of artistic mediums. It is pansexual and artistically diverse,

we have everything from fine art to outsider art straight out of prisons and mental institutions, hyper-realistic to abstract, and it ranges erotically from

"Grandma Safe" to "Somebody is going to Burn In Hell For This". 

We also have a stage open to performance artists. We have burlesque, modern dance, theater, spoken word, multi-media and live art. 

It is kind of a pervy  - "Britain's Got Talent" or perhaps what you might imagine a gong show would be like in Bartertown or at least the first level Dante wrote about.  Even with rave-size crowds, there are NEVER any bands or djs- in fact dancing is not allowed.  Atmospheric music is kept to a conversational level. The art is not wallpaper- it is the reason for being here. 

Does size matter? Capacity is about 2,000+ people a night.  The numbers seem to be important to most who write about us.

However- our 2009 LA exhibition was in a sleazy motel and was very fun despite being alcohol free-  we estimate about 1300 -1400 very

lucky people got to see this amazing display. 

And if it is important, some of the artists who really show diversity and disabled subjects would be Ashley, Bruce LaBruce, and Kristine at Studioklinic Seven.

Other artists who push the buttons politically would include Pablo Davis and John Santerineross. 
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
