I travel around teaching at universities and poly and leather conferences, and have presented workshops in Berlin, Amsterdam, Hamburg, Dublin, Manchester and London, both in polyamory and in various aspects of BDSM - my favorites are the workshops, sometimes entire weekends, delving into the joys of Radical Ecstasy, providing exercises and opportunities for SM journeys to transcendent states of consciousness. I also worked, at the end of the seventies and beginning of the eighties, at the Santa Cruz Battered Women's Shelter, working streets and in the courts to prevent violence against women.  I include these functions because I think it is important that we who understand the ecstasies of sexually open lifestyles be ready to deal with the hard stuff.  All of this work has been further enlightening to me, and I still make it a point to include people with HIV and both survivors and perpetrators of abuse in my private practice - if you are not willing to be part of the solution, you are part of the problem.  So I was taught in the radical sixties.

Oh, I forgot the sixties.  I am proud to claim the status of Bryn Mawr College's first psychedelic dropout in 1962, after I met Tim Leary and Dick Alpert (now Baba Ram Das) when they were still at Harvard.  People tell me they can still see me as an aging flower child, and I tell you the Summer of Love in 1967 was fabulous - I am so grateful that I got to live it.

Currently, I am active with Tantra groups and Black Leather Wings, the SM arm of the Radical Faeries.  I live with my lover Rae, equally involved in all our communities, and we are thinking of having a baby to further perpetuate our wonderful cultures.  It is utterly thrilling to me to think that I could move into my old age - I am currently 65 years old - as an active sex radical and perhaps with little children running around the house.
