I'd be delighted to accept your nomination, and you unduly flatter me.  This all looks fun, and the Leydig Trust clearly has good, and humane, aims.  

I've had such a lot of feedback from my lecture!  It has been pretty well all favourable.  I had a full house for the UCL Darwin lecture theatre which seats 300 and as many as that were turned away.  As well, over 1000 watched the lecture on the Internet (you can watch it and read it on my website below).  It obviously touched a nerve.  I also received many interesting email letters about it over the Xmas break.  This government has done so much damage to the criminal law, poking its nose in everywhere and deciding things on our behalf about such things as our personal and private taste.  It makes my blood boil, but I can see that other people are incensed, too.  

So you have my assurance that I support your ethos, am happy to be involved and if I become a finalist, happy to have my work featured in your exhibitions and on your website.  But I shoulkd warn you that there is not much I've done in a specific way on obscenity and sexual taste and expression, since my work is more generally in liberal political and legal philosophy.  But I'd have no objection, and I'm sure College would not, in case I won an award, if my video lecture were featured somewhere you wanted.  The written form of it certainly is not present committed elsewhere at the moment, and I'll hold off doing that for a while, in case you wanted that.

I'm wondering whether what I have on my website is sufficient as a bio: perhaps just printing that off would be sufficient for the judges.  Also in the website is a downloadable copy of my lecture in writing, and also the link to the video of the lecture. 

Whether or not I'm accepted, thank you so much for this approach to me; I've been delighted by the reception that I've had from this lecture - makes me think that people - as opposed to politicians - perhaps aren't so bad after all!
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
