Louisa launched a brand Wheeliechix-Chic that specialises in designer wear for wheelchair women, the designs were to leave behind the cringeful elasticated nylon skirts and baggy t-shirt brigade and give women back their style, confidence and sex appeal that often disappears when they become sick or disabled.
Louisa introduces a different designer each year and the designs are sassy, chic, sexy and elegant and Louisa receives many letters and emails from people praising her for the work she is doing, many women congratulating her company because they feel like attractive and desirable women again.

Louisa says “fashion is not just about clothes, it’s about feeling good about yourself, feeling confident and feeling desired by others, I want people to remember my customers for their elegance, sex appeal and the confidence they exude and not just their disability”

All Louisa’s models are genuine wheelchair users, they all have a story to tell, brave and confident women that have overcome such a lot in life, Louisa commented “it is total job satisfaction when I see my models on a catwalk or in a studio looking and feeling great, I enjoy discovering true beauty as all my models are not only beautiful on the outside but are wonderful on the inside too”

This coming Autumn/Winter 08 wheeliechix-chic have indigo and sky blues set against majestic pewter and forest greens, the theme is a forest ride to Balmoral, very regal and has a modern twist to the 1940’s, to the naked eye the clothes look like high end “normal” designer wear but the hidden extras of larger shoulders, hidden elastic stretch panels, easier fastenings such as deeper zips and magnets are all there in shapes that enhance the body sitting accentuating the neck and cleavage area.
