Christa was born in Amsterdam in 1958, (pisces) with musical and creative talents.All her life she felt attracted to waste and has been busy with recycling. Seeing things worthwhile in people and stuff that other people find worthless. At first she dedicated her life to social work, before exploring her own artistic offshoots.

What the sisters say about their work:

So, when we teamed up in 1997, we already had lived many traveling adventures, marriages, children, and other careers, before our rubber recycle adventure started! From mother nature we received our talents, in rubber design we are autodidact. 

We never went to art-school or design-school but in our own intuitive, organic and chaotic way, we create a new fragmented order: Zuss Fashion Design.

Sometimes you will find a sticker on our designs; we see them as scars and we believe that scars are stories and worthwhile to remember.

Special effects are provided by the valves whom we involve in our artwork sometimes, on strategic places....

We like crossing borders; in spirit and physically and in our collection. There are many art pieces which can be worn by both male and female. So that's up to your own taste and size!

Zuss’s tastefulness we show you in our integrity in our art work. We made a Zuss Fashion Design label, so you can see it is a real Zuss. We simply go to our local bicycle store and rescue our tubes from being burned;  we don't like that smell! With funky handlabour, we cut and wash them, before we transform the tubes  into our tasteful art designs. This is what we offer: our imagination, magic, creativity and the many, many hours of handlabour. Everything we make is handcrafted and one of a kind: every hole, every lace, every knot is handmade. There are no machines involved: just our hands, scissors, a pincer and our imagination. The materials are used bike- and moped-tubes, sometimes decorated with beads and feathers and stuff.

We really enjoy working with this material and we find it a challenge to work with the restricted forms and shapes of the used tubes and gravity.

It feels more like sculpturing than sewing, and we find it very satisfying.

To wear a Zuss Fashion Design is not a trifle; you will be very conscious of it, especially if wearing skin-tight. This sturdy and pigheaded material feels cool when it hits your flesh, but heated by your body heat it becomes soft and gives you the Zuss Fashion Design sensation.

This makes a Zuss Design very special; it is not just the optical effect, but they give a special feeling to! A lot of Zuss Designs also give the customer freedom to experiment, and so tickles the imagination of the one who wears it.

We are mother earth loving, for her and therefore our sake we recycle waste. Recycling is our tribute, the way mother earth teaches us: evolving! Every piece of art is made with love and is original and unique! Even when we try to make a copy; the tubes won't let us! Because every tube, a piece of waste, is different. New they may be the same, but every tube-life follows different ways, just as our lives, isn't it?

Thanks to mother earth, we have this life to live; to the max!

Zuss’ tasteful way of living also shows in how we are connected with the people around us, out tribe. We believe that the sum is more than the total amount of the parts. We deeply appreciate life, we love nature's ways, because we are inextricably bound up with all life!
